	 	 	 	         “Jack” next to 11, “Queen” next to 12, and “King” next to 13.
	 	 	 	     u Assign each suit a value as follows:  Clubs = 1, Diamonds = 2,
	 	 	 	         Hearts = 3, Spades = 4.

Now, have your friends follow the steps below.

                              S T E P S 	 	 	     EXAMPLE (King of Hearts)
   Step 1: Write Down your card number. 	    13	 	 	 (King = 13)
   Step 2: Multiply that number by two. 	    13 x 2 = 26
   Step 3: Add three to the product. 	 	    26 + 3 = 29
   Step 4: Multiply the sum by five. 	 	    29 x 5 = 145
   Step 5: Add your suit value to the product.	   145 + 3 = 148	 (Hearts = 3)

  Let your friends know that you can guess their card if they tell you their totals.
